Course Scope: 
Chemistry is a year-long college preparatory class.   Through this course students will learn critical thinking skills and standard laboratory procedures necessary to be successful in any science class. 

Honors Distinction:
The honors section of Chemistry will cover the same topics but at a faster pace, there will also be a research component 

Course Outline: 
· This course will cover the following topics:
· Matter and Change; Measurements and Calculations
· Atomic and Molecular Chemistry: Periodic Table and atomic structure
· Chemical Bonds: Covalent, ionic, and metallic bonding; intermolecular forces
· Conservation of Matter and Stoichiometry
· Gases and their properties
· Acids and Bases
· Solutions
· Thermodynamics
· Nuclear Chemistry

Textbook:
· Chemistry by Pearson. 
· Each student will have a textbook to use during class time and may check out a textbook to take home at night.  This will need to be done after class and needs to be returned the next morning before school.  

Tardy Policy:     
A student is considered tardy when the student is not in his classroom when the tardy bell rings.  At the start of each class period, teachers will take attendance.  All tardies are considered unexcused unless the student has a written pass from a school official.
· Late students must sign the teacher’s tardy sheet.
· Students late 30 minutes or more to class will be marked absent for that period.
· Tardiness will result in a progressive disciplinary action including, but not limited to, teacher action, Associate Principal’s detention, RPC, and suspension.
Progressive Discipline Policy**: 
Level One:	Verbal warning 
Level Two:	Parent/Guardian Contact
Level Three:	Detention or Other Teacher Sanctioned Outcome.
Level Four:	Administrative Citation

**The teacher has the right to change the levels of discipline depending on the severity of the offense.

Academic Dishonesty Policy: 
All Somerset Academy Middle/High students must sign an Academic Integrity Contract which requires them to adhere to the rules of responsible scholarship, requiring all grades to be earned honestly through hard work and effective study habits.  Consequences for not being academically honest are as follows:
· Student will be monitored for academic misconduct until he/she graduates.
· The incident will be recorded in the student’s discipline file.
· The student may receive a lowered citizenship grade.
· Honors and AP students will be moved to the bottom of the wait list for future Honors and AP courses.
· NHS and NJHS members caught cheating may be dropped from membership in these organizations and unable to reapply.
· Counselors and teachers may refuse to write senior letters of recommendations.

The classroom teacher is ultimately responsible for setting expectations, explaining the consequences, evaluating any evidence of student misconduct, and determining whether Somerset Academy’s Dishonesty Policy has been violated.  The administrative team, with assistance from the Academic Integrity Committee (AIC) when necessary, will determine appropriate discipline measures.  A list of possible measures can be found in the Academic Dishonesty Policy on the school website.
Policies/Procedures: 
Daily Materials: 	Students will have all required material with them daily.
Entering Class:  	Students will get their necessary items for the day and write down the objective for today in their agenda and complete the opener in their notebook.
Dismissal:		The class will not leave until they have been dismissed by the teacher.
Food & Drink:  	No food, drink, or gum in the classroom. 
Electronics:	All electronics must remain in the off position and put away in their backpacks or can be placed up at the front of the classroom in the charging section.  If I hear a phone go off or catch a student on a phone, I will take it away and it can be picked up at the front office at the end of the day.  Instructions will be given at the time of the lesson if we will be using electronics
Dress & Attire:  	Standard Student Attire (See Student handbook in student agenda)
Volunteers: 		Send in a note stating your name, phone number, and your interest in volunteering. 
Lab Safety:	Any student who breaks any of the lab safety rules will automatically be given a thirty-minute detention.  Please read and sign the attached lab safety handout

	Procedure:
· Score below 80% on the end of unit test.
· For every question marked wrong, please correct your answer.
· Explain why your answer was incorrect, or highlight the mathematical mistake.
· Write a question similar to that question missed.  The student must write a new question for every missed question.
Missing or Late Work:
Missing or Late Work beyond the teacher’s deadline may be submitted and graded if done so within the instructional unit in which it was assigned.  The grade earned on the late work may be reduced up to 50%. Assignments missed or late due to an excused absence will be accepted without penalty provided that for each day absent, the student has one day to submit the late work.  Should a student miss two days of school, the work will be submitted within two days of the student’s return to school.  However, any assignment that was due, or at least that was scheduled on the day of an excused absence must be completed and submitted the first day the student returns to school.
